Pursue love, and desire spiritual gifts, but especially that you may prophesy.

And a vision appeared to Paul in the night. A man of Macedonia stood and pleaded with him, 
saying, “Come over to Macedonia and help us.” ​10​ Now after he had seen the vision, 
immediately we sought to go to Macedonia, concluding that the Lord had called us to preach the 
gospel to them.

For it is written: ‘He shall give His angels charge over you,’ and,‘In ​their​ hands they shall 

bear you up, Lest you dash your foot against a stone.’ ” ​7​ ​Jesus said to him, “It is written again, 

‘You shall not tempt the Lord your God.’ ”​ 8​ ​Again, the devil took Him up on an exceedingly high 

mountain, and showed Him all the kingdoms of the world and their glory. ​9​ ​And he said to Him, 

“All these things I will give You if You will fall down and worship me.” ​10​ ​Then Jesus said to him, 

“Away with you, Satan! For it is written,‘You shall worship the Lord your God, and Him only you 

shall serve.’ ” ​11 ​Then the devil left Him, and behold, angels came and ministered to Him. 

1 Peter 1:18-19 NKJV 
knowing that you were not redeemed with corruptible things, like silver or gold, from your 
aimless conduct received by tradition from your fathers, 19 but with the precious blood of Christ, 
as of a lamb without blemish and without spot.
