Message Theme & Prayer Focus
Knowing the Power in the Name of Jesus

“God, you are so faithful. Your promises to me are yes and amen. Father remind me, in the
moments that | doubt, just how good you have been to me in the past so that | can build faith for
the future.”

Key Truths

Mental assent is knowing something in our head, but revelation is knowing it in our heart. When
revelation comes to our heart, there's transformation. Just because we have heard something
once, does not mean that it is in our hearts. Reading a verse once gets it into our head but
rereading it helps get it into our heart.

The Bible tells us in 2 Peter that God has given us "all that pertains to life and godliness through
the knowledge of Him". He is teaching us to take ownership of our lives when it comes to prayer
and standing up against the enemy. God is alive and active today, he has already defeated the
enemy and given us the authority to do the same. In the book of Mark, the Lord mentions that
signs and wonders follow believers but a lot of the time it looks like believers follow the signs.
We have authority but we have to use it. We have God’s power in us, we just need to release it.

Where we are trying to get God to do something, we are missing it, God has already done it. It's
like thinking we need to climb a hill to get victory but we are actually already on top of the hill.
We don't need to get God to do anything, we need God to open our eyes to see what he has
already done for us. It's not what we have done or not done that qualifies us. Our body may tell
us that we aren't good enough. But the spiritual reality is that God has qualified us for our share
of the inheritance.



Practical Applications
You can know what God has done for you but has it changed your life?

So often we wait for God to do something about the devil, but God has already defeated him.
He then gave us the authority to trample on the enemy. Mark 16 tells the story of Jesus talking
to his disciples, laying out for them the authority they have .

This week, take some time to read through Mark 16 more than once and claim victory in your
life.
