Message Theme

Key Verses: 1 Samuel 30:6 * 2 Timothy 3:16 * 2 Corinthians 4:18 « John 14:1 « Hebrews 13:5-6

Real-Life Application
What are 3 things that you can do this week in order to allow this word to sink even
deeper?



1. Recognize that God can do anything and get you anywhere in 24 hours.
 Study Daniel and his encounter in the lion’s den
» Study Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego in the furnace
* Study Joseph being promoted from the prison to the palace
2. Meditate on Romans 8:28 and 8:31
3. Regularly re-anchor your soul (mind, will, and emotions) to Him and His Spirit. Set reminders for
yourself to pause and re-anchor.

This Week’s Declarations
Life is released when your words are in agreement with God. Intentionally speaking life and biblical truth out
loud is extremely powerful. In fact, you have that very life in the power of your tongue. These words below,
when spoken out loud, will cause an acceleration of the reality of God’s words in your life. We encourage you
to speak the following with an expectancy to renew your mind and see God’s fullness.

Keep these things in mind: God cannot lie, His promises are absolute and Jesus will never leave you. Anchor
your soul in these truths and you will see greater things.
